VISITORS



Campers are not allowed to receive visitors while at camp. This includes off center activities and events
(e.g. Six Flags/WhiteWater, Stone Mountain, Atlanta Motor Speedway, etc.). This poses as a security risk
and can interfere with camp activities. In the event of an emergency and the parent or guardian needs
to come to camp to pick up a camper, please contact the center or county office before arriving.

allowed to use and interfere with camp activities)
